REWARD PROGRAM

(h)
The District Court may order any individual or corporation duly convicted of violating the Sections of this Chapter to pay as a part of the penalty, costs up to $500.00 separate from all fines and costs to be used as a reward.


This reward shall be administered and paid by the District Court to individuals who separately or collectively provide information and testimony that leads to the arrest and conviction of anyone violating this Chapter.
